INTRODUCTION

The Prospectus for admission to the Certificate Courses - 2026 in Ayurveda

Pharmacist, Ayurveda Nursing and Ayurveda Therapist for the in-service candidates .

of the Department of Ayurveda Medical Education

and the Department of Indian
Systems of Medicine, approve

d by the Government of Kerala, is published herewith,

It contains general information and! rules relaling o ‘admission to the Certificate
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Courses in Ayurveda Nursing, Ayurveda Pharmacy and Ayurveda Therapy, and other
connected matters. Candidates are required to go through the Prospectus carefully and
acquaint themselves with all the relevant information. The Prospectus issued in earlier
years for these courses shall not be valid for the year 2026. This Prospectus sets out
the rules and regulations govemning the selection and admission to the following
courses conducted by the Directorate of Ayurveda Medical Education.

I. COURSES

The Directorate of Ayurveda Medical Education, Kerala, offers the following
Ayurveda Paramedical Certificate Courses for in-service empléyees .of the Ayurveda
Medical Education Department and the Indian System of Medicines Department:

1. Ayurveda Pharmacist Course
+ 2. Ayurveda Nursing Course
3. Ayurveda Therapist Course

II. COURSE DURATION AND EXAMINATION

1. The Course will be a period of 12 months (300 working days).

2. The Annual examination shall be conducted by an examination board
specifically constituted for the purpose. '

The employee

should have successfully completed their period of probation in the service.

2. Educational Qualification

Candidates must have passed

examination or its equivalent from a

SSLC (Secondary School Leaving Cemﬁcate)
recognised Board. ‘

3. Physical Standards / Measurements (Applicable only to the Ayurveda Therapist
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Course)

Persons with Disabilities (PwD) candidates will not be eligible for selection. In
addition to being in normal health. male candidates should have a minimum height of
162.5 cm and a minimum weight of 46 kg. Female candidates should have a minimum
height of 147 cm and a minimum weight of 36 kg.

Note: - Persons with Disabilities (PwD) candidates are NOT ELIGIBLE for
admission to the Ayurveda Therapist Certificate Course and Ayurveda Nursing
Course.

VL. SELECTION PROCEDURE

The selection will be made by a committee constituted for the purpose, on the
basis of the rank list prepared. Admission to each course shall be strictly based on the
State-wise seniority list issued by the concerned Departments (ISM Department /

DAME). The following norms shall govern the selection:

1. Seats shall be filled from the seniority list of the respective department (ISM or
DAME) in the 70:30 ratio.

2. The seniority of candidates (01-03-2026)shall be determined as per the seniority
list issued by respective Departments (ISM or DAME).

3. If eligible candidates are not available in one department for their allotted seats,
such vacant seats may be filled by candidates from the other department.

4. Decision of the selection board will be final.

VII. COURSE FEES

The course fee for each of the Ayurveda Paramedical Certificate Courses shall be

Rs. 4,000/- (Rupees Four Thousand only) per year, which shall be remitted at the time

of admission

VIIL HOW TO APPLY

Applications of candidates should be submitted manually through the respective
departments with the seniority recommendation of the Head of the Department. The:
application, duly forwarded by the Head of Department along with seniority
recommendation, should reach the Directorate of Ayurveda Medical Education within

the stipulated date notified separately.
IX. DOCUMENTS TO BE SUBMITTED ALONG WITH THE APPLICATION

Candidates must submit self-attested copies of the following documents along with the

- X. LEAVE AND ATTENDANCE'

¢ The candidate should earn 80% attendance for the course.

o Candidates will be permitied to avail Casual Leave for a maximum of 20 days
during the course period. But not more than |0 days at a stretch.

XI. PREVENTIVE MEASURES AGAINST RAGGING

According to the Kerala Prohibition of Ragging Act, 1998, ‘ragging’ means
doing of any act by disorderly conduct to 4 student of an cducational institution, which
causes or is likely to cause physical or psychological harm or raising apprehension or
shame or embarrassment to that stl|1dent and includes teasing or abusing or playing
practical jokes or causing hurt to such students or asking a student to do any act or to

perform something which such student will not in the ordinary course be willing to do.

All institutions will have 1o abide by the directives of the Honourable Supreme
Court’ of India, Dated May 16, 2007 in SLP No. (S) 24295 of 2006 University of

Kerala Vs Council, Principal’s, Colleges, Kerala & Ors [with SLP (C) No.24296-

99/2004 &W.P (Crl) No. 173/2006 & SLP (C) No.14356/2005] and the

recommendations approved by the Honourable Supreme Court of India on effective
prevention of ragging in educational institutions.

In case, the applicant for admission is found to have indulged in ragging in the
past or if it is noticed later that he/she has indulged in ragging, admission may be
refused or he/she shall be expelled fror the educational institution.
